FORTY HOURS EUCHARISTIC DEVOTIONS 
Every year, many parishes offer this wonderful tradi-
tion of devotion to Our Eucharistic Lord. Our parish 
Forty Hours Devotions begins with Eucharistic exposi-
tion at the end of the 10:30 a.m. Mass on Sunday Sep-
tember 30, and after the 7:30 a.m. Mass Monday, Oc-
tober 1 and Tuesday, October 2. Parishioners are 
asked to come in throughout these days in prayerful 
adoration. Each evening at 7:00 p.m., there will be a 
liturgical service with songs, psalms, readings, and a 
guest homilist, ending with Eucharistic Benediction. 
This year’s guest homilist is Deacon David Hall. Dea-
con Hall was a pastor in the Brethren in Christ Church 
for 18 years, before leaving it all behind to make his 
journey into the Catholic faith. He is now ordained as a 
permanent deacon, and serves as pastoral assistant at 
St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Catholic Church in Mechan-
icsburg. Holy Trinity welcomes Deacon Hall, and we 
look forward with great joy to his words of devotion 
and joy, as we celebrate the beautiful gift of Our Lord, 
truly present to us in the Eucharist!
